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1. Generate even more enthusiasm and commitment from salt producers to produce profitably and sell only iodized salt at a reasonable price.

2. Acknowledge the work of salt producers everywhere as key actors in achieving and sustaining universal salt iodization for virtual elimination of IDD.

3. Provide a platform where salt producers can freely discuss the issues they face in iodizing 100% of the salt and come to agreements among themselves on how to achieve USI.

4. Assess the possibility to launch a USI promotional effort channeled through the networks of salt producers. 

5. Discuss how sales channels of salt could be used for promotion and the advantages for UNICEF as well as for their own profit. 

6. Discuss the possibilities for UNICEF to assist, with expertise and financially, in development, testing and production of the materials.

7. Familiarize salt producers with the possibility of organizing themselves, and the advantages of a bundling of forces on legal, commercial, promotional and productive issues.

8. Once more stress the importance of USI with regards to public health.

9. Discuss the issue of legalization and the importance thereof from the producers’ point of view.

10. Discuss technical issues and possibilities to raise quality up to international standards.
