The following are the obstacles existing in the Georgian Legislation with respect to adoption of the Georgian Law on the Prevention of Iodine, Vitamins and Other Micronutrients Deficiency Disorders:

1. In compliance with the Georgian Law on the Monopoly and Competition, the monopolistic activity is prohibited in Georgia. However, the Parliament of Georgia can make a resolution partially or wholly as an exception to this law based on the country interest. 

Article 5. The law does not cover the relations with regard to authentic/exclusive rights, trade marks and industrial samples. 

2. Based on the country interest the Parliament of Georgia has right not to exercise the power of this law, partially or wholly, on some types of monopolistic activity. 

2 After joining the WTO, Georgia adheres to WTO rules and in one of the agreements (Agreement on the Technical Barriers in Trade) it is emphasized:

2.2. The Member States of the WTO should ensure that the technical regulations are not elaborated, adopted or practiced which will entail or create possible ground for extra obstacles in the international trade. The technical regulations should not have a more restricted effect on the trade while reaching aims compared when it’s necessary to reach the legal aims considering the risk that would have happened in case of their non-protection.  Such legal aims are the demands for the national security; eradication of non-law-abiding practice; protection of human healthcare and security or protection of flora and fauna. For such type of the risk assessment the following factors should be taken into consideration: scientific and technical information, technology, etc.
