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THE LAW

OF THE REPUBLIC OF KAZAKHSTAN

ON IODINE DEFICIENCIES DISORDERS PREVENTION
       The given Law regulates public relations in the area of Iodine Deficiencies Disorders (IDD) Prevention among the population of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as production, import and export, sale and distribution, quality and safety ensuring of iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds.

Chapter 1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1. Basic concepts used in the given Law

In the given Law there are used the following basic concepts:

salt iodization – process of industrial salt fortification with iodine compounds;

     2)
Iodine Deficiency Disorders (IDD) – pathological state of human organism caused by break in the functioning of thyroid gland associated with iodine malnutrition; 

      3) forage salt – salt used in cattle breeding as a mineral addition to cattle diet;

      4) edible salt – salt used for nutrition purposes;

      5)
Iodine Deficiencies Disorders Prevention – a system of activities aimed at IDD Prevention;

      6) Representative Body – central executive body of the Republic of Kazakhstan, presiding in the area of citizens’ health care and protection; 

     7) falsified edible salt – white salt properties of which were changed on purpose or which properties’ information is doubtful and/or insufficient.

Article 2. Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Iodine Deficiency Disorders Prevention.

1. The Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on IDD Prevention is based on the Constitution of the Republic of Kazakhstan and constitutes the given Law and other normative legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2. In case the International Agreement ratified by the Republic of Kazakhstan stipulates rules different from those provided by the given Law, rules of the International Agreement are endorsed. 

Article 3. Goals and Objectives of the Given Law

Goals  and objectives of the given Law are as follows:

1) 
population health protection;

2) 
implementation of concerted efforts and activities aimed at IDD Prevention in the Republic of Kazakhstan;

3) government regulation in the area of IDD Prevention;

4) development of production and distribution processes for food products fortified with iodine compounds.

Chapter 2. THE GOVERNMENT REGULATION 

IN THE AREA OF IDD PREVENTION
Article 4. The Government Control and Inspection in the Area of IDD Prevention.

Government control and inspection in the area of IDD Prevention are fulfilled by the Representative Body, state bodies of sanitary epidemiological service and other government bodies in the limits of their jurisdiction stipulated by the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 5. The Jurisdiction of the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the Area of IDD Prevention.

The Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan:

1) develops major directions of state policy in the area of IDD Prevention;

2) elaborates state programs in the area of IDD Prevention;

3) executes guidance over the activities of central and local government bodies regarding issues of IDD Prevention;

4) fulfils other functions in accordance with the laws and decrees of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the area of IDD Prevention.

Article 6. The Jurisdiction of the Representative Body in the Area of IDD Prevention. 

The Representative Body in the limits of its jurisdiction:

1) implements unified government policy in the area of IDD Prevention;

2) elaborates programs in the area of IDD Prevention;

3) takes decisions in the area of IDD Prevention which are mandatory for all physical and juridical persons on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

4) accomplishes inter-sector coordination, as well as interaction with public organizations regarding the implementation of government, sector and regional programs of IDD Prevention;

5) performs government control and inspection over the implementation of the requirements of the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the area of IDD Prevention;

6) performs monitoring of IDD incidences among the population of the Republic of Kazakhstan, analyzes efficiency of executing corresponding preventive and treatment activities;

7) approves the list of IDD;

8) sets sanitary and epidemiological requirements on salt iodization and fortification of other food products with iodine compounds;  

9) executes monitoring over the quality, production, storage, import and sale and distribution of iodized white salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds;

10) implements training and re-training of specialists in the area of IDD Prevention;

11) accomplishes organization of explanatory work among the population regarding the issues of IDD Prevention;

12) participates in the work of international organizations implementing international projects and programs on IDD Prevention;

13) fulfils other functions in accordance with the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 7. The Jurisdiction of the Representative Government Agency on Standardization, Metrology and Certification in the Area of IDD Prevention.

The Representative Government Agency on Standardization, Metrology and Certification:

1) executes registration, approval of government standards for production and processing of iodized white salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds;

2) performs other functions in accordance with the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article  8. The Jurisdiction of Local Representative and Executive Bodies in the Area of IDD Prevention.
1. Local Representative Bodies within the limits of their jurisdiction:

1) approve regional IDD Prevention programs;

2) approve expenditures for the fulfillment of activities on IDD Prevention within the bounds of local budgets;

3) consider the information of local executive bodies and organizations  authorities on the status of IDD Prevention work.

2. Local Executive Bodies within the limits of their jurisdiction:

1) organize development and implementation of regional programs in the area of IDD Prevention;

2) execute government control over the quality and safety of iodized white salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds during their production and sale and distribution in the area of IDD Prevention;

3) fulfil activities on prohibition of sale and distribution of non-iodized salt, except for the cases defined by the Representative Body;

4) assist in providing children pre-school organizations, education, healthcare and social protection organizations with iodized white salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds;

5) takes other authorities in the area of IDD Prevention in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 9. The Authorities  of the Officials of the Representative Body, Government Bodies of Sanitary and Epidemiological Service and the Representative Government Agency on Standardization, Metrology and Certification in the Area of IDD Prevention.
The officials of the Representative Body, government bodies of sanitary and epidemiological service and the Representative Government Agency on Standardization, Metrology and Certification within the limits of their jurisdiction execute:

1) government control and inspection over the quality and safety of the iodized white salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds;

2)  sampling of iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds in accordance with the requirements of normative documents;

3) interaction with public communities on consumer’s rights protection in the area of IDD Prevention;

4) other functions in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Chapter 3. THE MEASURES FOR IDD PREVENTION

Article 10. The Measures for IDD Prevention

1. Measures for IDD Prevention in the Republic of Kazakhstan are implemented on the basis and following the procedures stipulated by the given Law and other normative and legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2. Measures for IDD Prevention are fulfilled on the following principles:

1) responsibility of government bodies, physical and juridical persons in ensuring and observing the requirements for production, import, export, sale and distribution of iodized edible and forage salt in the Republic of Kazakhstan;

2) accessibility of persons suffering from IDD in obtaining medical help in health care organizations;


3) citizens’ rights protection in case of health loss as a result of ill effect caused by use of iodized edible salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds according to procedures stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 11. The Salt Quality and Safety Requirements.

1. Edible and forage salt produced on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan are subject to mandatory salt iodization.

2. People having medical or other contra-indications for the use of iodized salt should have access to non-iodized salt according to procedures stipulated by the Representative Body.

3. Standards of iodine fracture in edible and forage salt, its quality, safety, methods of iodization, process of re-iodization in case of iodine fracture decrease should correspond to the sanitary and epidemiological rules and standards and other normative documents.

4. The production, import, as well as distribution and sale of salt without observing the requirements of iodization stipulated by the given article are forbidden on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

5. It is forbidden to produce, import, export, distribute and sell falsified edible salt.

Article 12. The Requirements for Certification of Iodized Edible Salt.

1. Iodized edible salt intended for sale and distribution on the territory of the Republic of Kazakhstan is a subject for mandatory certification in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan about certification.     

2. It is forbidden to import iodized edible salt without provision of the certificate of conformance (copies of certificate of conformance) and/or signs of conformance or declarations of conformance (copies of declarations of conformance). 

Article 13. The Requirements for Food Products Fortified with Iodine Compounds

Production of food products fortified with iodine compounds, as well as conditions of their storage, transportation and sale and distribution should lie in conformity with the requirements stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 14. The Requirements to Packaging, Marking and Shelf Life of the Iodized Salt and Other Food Products Fortified with Iodine Compounds.
1. Packaging and marking of iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds are executed in accordance with the requirements stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

2. The packaging of iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds should ensure preservation of iodine fracture contents in quantities stipulated by the normative documents.

3. The package of iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds should represent along with the information defined by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan the following data in the state and Russian languages: 


1) food value;


2) iodine compounds percentage;


3) prescription and application data;

4) conditions and terms of shelf life.

4. Iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds should correspond to the information given on the package.

5. Iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds after the expiry of their shelf life are subject to utilization, industrial processing or second iodization. 

It is forbidden to sale and distribute iodized salt and other food products fortified with iodine compounds with the past shelf life.

Article 15. The Quality and Safety Guarantees of Food Products Fortified with Iodine Compounds.

1. Physical an juridical persons producing, selling and distributing food products fortified with iodine compounds should ensure to customers their product’s quality and safety and correspondence to sanitary and epidemiological rules and standards, other normative documents.

2. The way and the order of provision to customers the information about the certification of food products fortified with iodine compounds are stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Chapter 4. FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 16. The Settlement of Disputes in the Area of IDD Prevention.

The disputes arising in the area of IDD Prevention are settled according to the procedures defined by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 17. The Responsibility for Violation of the Legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on IDD Prevention.

Persons violated the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan on IDD Prevention are subject to the responsibility in correspondence with the laws of the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 18. About the Enforcement Procedures of the Given Law.

The given Law is put into a force starting from the date of its official publishing except for the paragraph 4 of article 11, which should be put in action on expiry of six months from the enforcement date of the given Law.
