Human rights


Human rights, as stated in the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (1948), are the universal reference.








Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC), 1989


The Convention on the Rights of the Child is a universally agreed set of standards and obligations that place children center-stage in the quest for a just, respectful and peaceful society. It spells out the basic human rights for all children, everywhere, all the time: “the right to survival; to develop to the fullest; to protection from harmful influences, abuse and exploitation; and to participate fully in family, cultural and social life.”








UN Millennium Declaration, 2000


Millennium Development Goals, commonly accepted as a framework for measuring development progress, include goals of universal primary education, gender equality, reducing child mortality, improving maternal health and combatting HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other major diseases.

Special Session on Children 2002         


The Special Session on Children brought together government leaders and Heads of State, NGOs, children's advocates and young people themselves.  It was a follow-up to the 1990 � HYPERLINK "http://www.unicef.org/specialsession/about/world-summit.htm" �World Summit for Children� and its � HYPERLINK "http://www.unicef.org/wsc/declare.htm" �World Declaration on Survival, Protection and Development of Children� and � HYPERLINK "http://www.unicef.org/wsc/plan.htm" �Plan of Action�.  The Special Session on Children produced a “World Fit for Children”, a global agenda with a set of goals and a plan of action devoted to ensuring three essential outcomes:


The best possible start in life for all children; 


A good-quality basic education for all children; 


The opportunity for all children, especially adolescents, for meaningful participation in their communities.

Global indicators were developed to measure progress on the World Summit Plan of action in collaboration/negotiation withseveral agencies, including WHO, UNESCO, ILO, UNAIDS, UN Statistical Division, CDC Atlanta, Measure (USAID), Johns Hopkins University, Columbia University, the London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine.  The Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey methodology was developed as a tool to measure these indicators.  The indicators were expanded for the end-decade review process (2000) in an attempt to measure progress in relation to a broader range of rights.  However, some child rights issues are still not easily captured in standard global indicators.
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
